The beginning of a new school year is an ideal time to look forward to many anticipated successes. Our
monthly newsletter, District/Ranch View website: www.mtnview.k12.ca.us, the marquee, the bulletin board in front
of the school office, and the fliers sent home with students will keep you informed of our activities, school calendar,
and other information that relates to Ranch View School.

We have been experiencing some warm temperatures and moderate to unhealthy air quality our first weeks
back to school. Students with health issues or those who wish to stay inside have been given that opportunity. We
have been checking daily the AQMD (Air Quality Management District) for unhealthy areas of direct smoke impact.
We have avoided vigorous outdoor and indoor exertion, we are running our air conditioners and keeping windows and
doors closed. Children have been encouraged to drink plenty of water. Some days we have been able to allow
students outdoors and other days/or recesses we have kept them inside altogether. We will continue to monitor the
temperature and air quality. If your child walks home, may I suggest they carry a water container during extreme high
temperatures. They may fill the container prior to their walk home.

There are many ways for parents to help children in school. Please make sure your child arrives at school on
time every day, limit TV viewing time and encourage reading, decide on a regular study time, provide a quiet place to
do homework as free as possible from distractions, and follow a bedtime routine. Discuss with your child what they
have learned at school that day. This is a great opportunity to review homework and make sure everything is packed
and ready for the next day. As a staff, we are prepared to teach the educational standards set forth by the State of
California enriched with each teacher’s creativity. We will continue to communicate with you the progress of your
child and the activities planned for the 2009-2010 school year. Remember, contact us with a note, phone call or e-
mail.

California Launches New Web Site to Better
Communicate With Parents and Educators
About State Testing Program

State Superintendent of Public Instruction Jack
O’Connell launched a new Web site to give parents and
teachers a much better understanding of the State’s
California Standards Tests that measure how well the
California public education system and its students are
performing.

“This new on-line resource is the product of
parent, teacher, and community member requests for an
easy-to-access tool to help parents better understand their
children’s test scores.” O’Connell said. “We hope that
the information on this Web site will lead to increased
collaboration between parents and educators and
ultimately increase student learning.”

After listening to concerns expressed by parents
and teachers, The California Department of Education
(CDE) and the State Board of Education produced the new
Web site: www.starsamplequestions.org which features
dozens of actual test questions that students have faced at
every grade level. The Web site is easily searchable and
includes information about what levels of performance the
state expects of students as well as which students take the
tests. The site also offers grade-level parents’ guides that
are easily printable. “This new Web site offers a wealth of
useful information for parents, all in one place,” said Jo
Loss, president of the California State PTA.
