 Last year Ranch View received an API score of 850, an improved score of 21 points on the 2008-2009 State 

Testing.  With less than 50 days in the 2009-2010 school year, the Ranch View staff will continue striving to see the 

students achieve as they work toward developing exemplary citizenship and higher academics. State testing will take 

place over a two-week period from April 26-May 7 for grades 2 through 5.  It is very important that all students arrive 

on time, well rested and have had a good breakfast in order to do their best on this important statewide test. We 

appreciate the parentsô continued support throughout the remainder of the year. 

 We have also begun the process of passing out registration packets for students who will be entering 

Kindergarten for the 2010-2011 school year.   Registration packets may be picked up in the office between 7:30 a.m. 

and 4:00 p.m.  Completed packets are being accepted starting April 7.  Please pass this information on to your 

neighbors. 

 A highlighted event in March was our second trimester Awards Assemblies which were held on March 12 to 

recognize our studentsô accomplishments during the second trimester. (see attached results) We have 163 students who 

are striving to make excellent attendance for this school year--that means not having more than one absence and one 

tardy for each trimester. 

Our fourth graders enjoyed a sunny day at the San Juan Capistrano Mission.  All the students enjoyed our 

ñAnimals of Preyò assemblies where they had the opportunity to touch various animals and learn interesting facts. We 

had three County representatives visiting our campus who enjoyed spending time with staff, students, parents, School 

Board Members and District office personnel.  They were here to verify our application for being a Distinguished 

School.  Weôre waiting to hear from State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Jack OôConnell for our final approval.

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Traffic Laws  
 

I am concerned about traffic laws that are not being followed by many of our parents while driving their cars.

Kindergarten Registration 
 

Kindergarten Registration will begin on April 7 th.  Registration papers have been available in the school 

office since March 8th.  Traditionally, our classes fill up very fast, so it is important that you pick up an enroll-

ment packet early.  If you know families within the community who will have a Kindergarten student, please 

inform them regarding this information.  TO BE ASSIGNED TO A CLASS, ALL REQUIREMENTS MUST 

BE MET AND PAPERWORK COMPLETED AND VERIFIED BY THE OFFICE. 

 

Å A certified copy of the legal birth certificate ï not the hospital birth certificate. 

 

Å An immunization card signed by the doctor.  Each immunization must have either the doctorôs signa-

ture or doctorôs stamp next to it. 

 

Å Proof of residency (a current utility bill is the most accepted form).  No phone bills please! 

 

Å A physical done after March 1st.  Physical forms can be picked up any time in the office.  The physical 

must be done to meet our District requirements for Kindergarten and the State of California require-

ments for first grade. 

Intra/Inter -district Attendance Permits 
 

 If your child is attending Ranch View School on either an inter-district or intra-district atten-

dance permit, it must be renewed for each school year.  This year our District is requiring that the per-

mits be renewed by May 1, 2010.  If your childôs permit is not renewed by this date, his/her name may 

not be on the class lists for the 2010-2011 school year.  If you have any questions, please call the 

Ranch View School office at (909) 947-5545. 
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STAR 9/CAT 6 STATE ACHIEVEMENT TEST  
 

Students at Ranch View in grades 2 through 5 will be taking the State Achievement Test Tuesday-Friday, 

April 27-30, and May 4-7. 

 

Test publishers suggest steps parents can take to insure their child performs at their optimal level on the test.  

Itôs important your child gets a good nightôs sleep and eats a nourishing breakfast each day of testing.  Empha-

size the importance of protein for breakfast.  A sample breakfast:  Milk, toast with peanut butter, Fruit.  They 

need to be on time and present each day (please try to make appointments in the afternoon or during a week 

following testing).  Reassure him/her about the test-taking experience.  Students who are calm and sure of 

themselves tend to do better.  Please remind them how important it is to listen carefully to the directions and 

use test preparation strategies given by the teacher, and to try their best on all test items.  Also, it should be ex-

plained to them that they are not expected to know everything that is presented on the test, but should attempt 

to answer all questions.  Students, teachers and parents have all worked hard preparing for this testing sched-

ule.

State Superintendent of Public Instruction Jack O'Connell launched a new web site to give parents and teachers 

a much better understanding of the state's California Standards Tests that measure how well the California 

public education system and its students are performing.

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CYBER-BULLYING IS YOUR CHILD A VICTIM -WOULD YOU KNOW

Cyber-bullying uses technology to spread rumors, hateful messages, excessive teasing or even disturbing 

digital photos (taken on camera phones).  Itôs a dreadfully harmful form of bullying and can be debilitating for 

its victims.  As adults, we can quite easily delete and ignore offending or disturbing email and text messages, 

but children and teens cannot do this as easily.  Children and teens need acceptance and thrive on reputation, 

so even one harmful message can make them feel horrible about themselves (and it rarely just stops at one 

message).  
 

Cyber-bullying adds another dimension to bullying because the offender can stay anonymous.  Many times 

children and teens are more likely to do things through technology that they would never do in person.  They 

often donôt think past themselves, the computer and the keyboard.  Whatôs even worse is they cannot see their 

victims, so they have no idea what kind of effect their messages are having on others.  It makes it easier for 

them to continue bullying and to even take things too far. 
 

There are many forms of cyber-bullying: 
 

 Sending cruel and threatening messages directly to the victim. 

 Creating offensive websites about a person including mocking jokes, stories and pictures about the 

  ñsubjectò. 

 Taking derogatory photos in the locker rooms (often undetected with camera phones) and  

  spreading them throughout the school. 

 Posting pictures and asking others to make nasty comments about the person. 

 Fighting with and stalking people by sending continuous messages. 

 Daring people to do things that they normally wouldnôt (or shouldnôt) be able to do...including  

  suicide or participating in school violence. 
 

Victims of cyber-bullying suffer the same effects of victims of ñtraditionalò bullying: low self-esteem, 

depression, problems with school achievement and behavior and the tendency to become bullies themselves.  

However, the extreme viciousness of online bullying can cause the effects to be so much worse for several 

reasons: 
 

There is no escape from cyber-bullying.  It can come at its victims 24 hours a day. 

Bullying and rumors can be forwarded and viewed by so many people in so little time. 

Itôs quite possible and quite common that the victim doesnôt even know who the bully is. 

Such constant and widespread bullying can break down a childôs or teenagerôs emotions very quickly. 
 

There are many things you can do to help prevent your children from becoming victims of cyber-bullying.  Be 

especially sensitive to your childôs qualities that could make him or her a victim of bullying anything that 

makes him or her stand out from the other kids such as obesity, low self-confidence or the inability or 

unwillingness to follow the social rules kids set up.  Talk to your child about these characteristics (in a non-

threatening way) and how you can minimize their effects on his or her schoolmates. 
 

Teach your child the importance of not sharing sensitive personal information online because they never know 

who is on the other end of discussion.  If they wouldnôt share it face-to-face, it shouldnôt be shared online. 

Find activities that work to increase your childôs self-esteem and confidence (such as martial arts). 
 

Just like traditional bullies look for and thrive on their actions of their victims, cyber-bullies do the same.  By 

giving your children the skills they need to keep their cool and the confidence they need to at least try to let 

this type of behavior roll off of their shoulders, youôll be doing a lot in helping them become ñcyberò-bully 

proof.

SAN JUAN CAPISTRANO  

 

On March 18th, the fourth-graders traveled to Mission San Juan Capistrano.  This trip was a culmination of 

our study of the mission system in early California.  Students had already written reports about the missions 

and built mission models, but we were very excited to visit a real mission and walk where Father Serra and the 

Indians walked. 

 After a long bus ride, we arrived at the mission and entered the quadrangle.  One of the first things we 

saw were the ruins of the Great Stone Church, which had been destroyed in an earthquake in 1812.  

Throughout our tour, we were able to enter rooms such as the kitchen, the Padreôs quarters, and the soldiersô 

barracks.  Two of the things we enjoyed the most were the creepiness of the cemetery and the beauty of Serraôs 

Church.  We got to see where the Indians made soap and candles out of animal tallow, and go inside a real 

Native American domed dwelling called a kiicha. 

 By far our favorite part of the day was a presentation by Miss Jackie, an Acjachemen Indian whose 

ancestors lived at Mission San Juan Capistrano.  She showed us many of her peopleôs artifacts, taught us some 

native American songs and games, and entertained us with stories about the daily life of her ancestors.  We 

learned many interesting facts, like how long it took an Acjachemen woman to weave a basket - about 800 

hours!
