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Addition to Attendance Policy

The Mountain View School District believes that our primary purpose is to educate children.
We further believe that in order for children to meet the challenges of the worldiseghiine

and individual responsibility are essential. A very important part of school life, and future
success, relate to promptness; promptness in completing and returning school assignments,
well as prompt and regular school attendance.

Tardiness, as we know, can sometimes not be helped. We all have occasional family
emergencies. However, tardies are disruptive, not only to the child who is tardy, but also to th
education of each child in that classroom. In order for us to provide each dRadctt View
School with the best possible education, children need to be on time to school each day. It is
not our purpose to discipline children for circumstances that may be beyond their control.
However, students who do choose to be on time regularly will be recognized for the efforts.

Perfect and Excellent Attendance will be recognized in the following manner.

A student who has been enrolled for the entire trimester and maintained Perfect Attendance (
absences or tardies) or Excellent Attendance (one excused absence and/or one excused tart
will have the opportunity to earn a chance towards winning a bicycle. The student who has
earned Perfect Attendance will receive two tickets towards a drawing for a bicycle held at the
third trimester awards assembly. A student earning Excellent Attendance will receive one
ticket.
